30 Days to Family 
Program Purpose: Find relative/kin* homes for youth entering foster care in St. Louis City or St. Louis County in 30 days
	Outcomes for youth served between 1/1/2015 and 8/4/2015

	Goal:  70% of youth are placed with relatives/kin by case closure

	Outcome: 33 of 42 (78.5%) youth with closed cases were placed with relatives/kin at case closure

	Goal:  80% Children have improved relationships with their caregivers (measured with GARF* and CGAS*/PIR-GAS*)

	Outcome: 37 of 40 (92.5%) children with closed cases had improved relationships



Comments from Outcomes Review Team: 
· A plan was created to more consistently conduct 3, 6, and 12-month follow-up to determine placement stability.
Family Works
Program Purpose: Prevent adoption/placement disruptions by providing 24/7 Crisis Intervention services to pre-/post-adoption/guardianship families in St. Louis City and St. Charles County.

	Outcomes for families served between 1/1/2015 and 6/24/2015

	Goal:  90% of children remained in their home

	Outcome: 17 of 21 (81%) adopted children remained with their family 

	Goal:  80% of children and families improved their family relationships (measured with GARF*)

	Outcome: 6 of 10 (60%) families improved their family relationships 

	Goal:  80% of families developed self-management skills (measured with NCFAS*)

	Outcome: 7 of 10 (70%) families developed self-management skills


Comments from Outcomes Review Team:
· We need to improve on tracking beginning placement status type (foster vs. adoptive) so we can differentiate between the two populations in our outcomes.
Triple P
Program Purpose: Prevent placement disruptions by providing parents education on positive parenting for foster families in St. Louis County.  This program started in May 2015 and has not yet had any closed cases to report outcomes on.
Educational Advocacy

Program Purpose: Help youth in foster care, or adopted from foster care, in St. Louis City and County overcome educational barriers to become successful learners
	Outcomes for youth served between 1/1/2015 and 6/17/2015

	Goal:  90% of youth achieved their educational goal

	Outcome: 55 of 57 (96.5%) youth met their educational goals

	Goal:  85% of youth increase their educational functioning (CGAS*)

	Outcome: 48 of 52 (92.3%) students improved school functioning


Comments from Outcomes Review Team:

· This program was expanded from 2 to 4 staff over the summer.
Extreme Recruitment


Program Purpose: Find permanent homes for youth in foster care
	Outcomes for youth served between 1/1/2015 and 8/11/2015

	Goal:  85% of youth are initially (re)connected with safe/appropriate relatives/kin for supportive relationships

	Outcome: 3 of 8 (37.5%) youth were (re)connected with safe/appropriate relatives/kin

	Goal: Adoptive/guardianship families are identified for 70% of youth*

	Outcome: 6 of 8 (75%) youth were matched with a permanent adoptive/guardianship family

	Goal: 70% of youth maintain or improve functioning (CAFAS*)

	Outcome: 8 of 8 (100%) maintained or improved functioning


Comments from Outcomes Review Team:

· The group evaluated the goal for youth being (re)connected at the 2015 Outcomes-a-thon and decreased the goal to 85%.  It was determined to be achievable as we have more cases close throughout the year.
General Recruitment

Program Purpose: Help families begin the process of fostering/adopting by screening calls and referring interested families to licensing agencies

	Outcomes for families calling between 1/1/2015 and 7/31/15

	Goal:  25% of unlicensed Missouri and Illinois inquiring families are referred for licensure

	Outcome: 93 of 353 (26.3%) families were referred for licensure

	Goal:  80% of calls are a result of a Coalition-related outreach effort

	Outcome: 334 of 391 (85.4%) callers inquired because of a Coalition-related outreach effort


Comments from Outcomes Review Team:

· The Coalition is working on making sure more of the families referred for licensure make it through the process via the new “concierge” service.
Support Groups


Program Purpose: Provide support to foster/adoptive families and youth

	Outcomes for Support Groups between 1/1/2015 and 7/17/2015

	Goal:  95% of parents report in increase in knowledge of the support group topic

	Outcome: 34 of 34 (100%) parents reported in increase in knowledge

	Goal:  95% of youth will report feeling connected to other adopted youth, having a peer support network, and/or having developed appropriate coping skills

	Outcome: 16 of 16 (100%) of youth reported feeling connected to other adopted youth, having a peer support network, and/or having developed appropriate coping skills


Comments from Outcomes Review Team:

· Future Support Groups will focus on engaging parents who completed STARS training with the Coalition.
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*Definitions and Tools:

Relatives: Biological family members of youth in foster care

Kin: Individuals who are part of the youth’s natural network, who may not be biologically related

CGAS (Children’s Global Assessment Scale): Measurement tool that rates a youth’s level of psychological, social and school functioning 
PIR-GAS (Parent-Infant Relationship Global Assessment): Measurement tool to assess the quality of the infant-caregiver relationship, ranging from well adapted to severely impaired
CAFAS (Child and Adolescent Functional Assessment Scale): Assesses child functioning in 8 domains: school, home, community, behavior toward others, moods/emotions, substance use, self-harm, and thinking
GARF (Global Assessment of Relational Functioning): Assesses the functioning of a family or other ongoing relationship in the areas of problem-solving, organization, and emotional climate   

NCFAS (North Carolina Family Assessment Scale): Measurement tool to assess family functioning in the domains of Environment, Parental Capabilities, Family Interactions, Family Safety, and Child Well-being[image: image1.emf] 
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
